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Windows Mail 2007 Setup

The following tutorial will guide you through setting up Microsoft's Windows Mail
for email.

Start by opening Windows Mail (the Inbox will be displayed as below)
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Then click on the Tools menu
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Then click on Accounts

Click on the Add button to add an account

Set up new e-mail accounts or newsgroup subscriptions by clicking Add.
To make changes, export, or remove an account or subscription, select it first.
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Click on Email Account to add an email account
This will highlight the email account
Click Next to continue
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In Display Name enter the name you would like your emails to be
addressed from, for example John Smith
Click Next to continue



In Email Address enter your email address

Click Next to continue

Enter your email username
Enter your email password in the Password field



Click Next to continue

Leave the Incoming email server type on the default setting, which is
POP3

The Incoming mail server address is mail.conceptual.net.au

The Outgoing mail server address is smtp.conceptual.net.au

The Outgoing mail server address is mail.conceptual.net.au (if your
internet connection is through a different provider)

Click Next to continue



Click Finish to complete the email setup
